Instructions: 

1) Identify at least 10 people to send letters to.  Include those you know will appreciate the information; neighbors, coworkers, friends, parents of children’s friends, etc. (If you find yourself wanting to send more than 10, call us for more materials!  1-800-350-STOP.)

2) If you would like the gifts to be in honor or memory of someone, write that person’s name on the bottom left corner of each small envelope.

3) Write the recipient’s name in the salutation line, and add a short personal note on the front of each letter. Even a simple handwritten “Thank you” with your name is good!

4) Stuff each red envelope with one personalized letter, one “Festive Feasts” flyer, and a small return envelope.

5) Address, stamp and mail!

6) If you like, you can use the eleventh envelope provided to send in your own holiday donation.  Also, please collect any checks that come in directly to you and return to S.T.O.P. by December 15th.

S.T.O.P. will send a personalized thank you to each contributor as we receive their check.  If we are able to verify that you are the source, we will also notify you of their contribution, in case you would like to thank them personally.
